Could we write extensively in our last Annual Report about the many ideas & plans we made for the extension of the accommodations in the Wildpark, the last year however the attitude of as well the Mayor from Agia Paraskeví and of several members of his City-council made an abrupt end to all of this.  





Personal violence against us (but as well a pointless murder of a  young Fox), senseless havoc and burglary in the Wildpark, and last but not least the plans of the Mayor to realize a “Luna-park” on the spot of the Wildpark of all places (as if the Municipality has not enough plots elsewhere!!), made us to decide on not to wait till the rain is coming, but to save our face and to stop ín, and wíth the Wildpark. 





According to the Mayor we have heaps of money and because of that we should be able to change our digs to another spot (what, for the rest, is on an hour by car from the village). That this is neither for our work, nor for excursions, quite “intelligent thinking” from him, is another question. But what can one  expect from an elected Mayor, who’s highest education is 2 years of Primary School !! And all of this in spite we have a contract !!





While you are reading this, the demolishing of all we build the last years in the Wildpark, is in full progress, and most of the over there lodged animals are re-homed elsewhere (so safer). The materials we don’t need (any more), and you paid for those, is used for either the new accommodations, or it will be donated to a Dutch woman on the Island, who will use it to build a shelter for dogs. So we won’t leave any nail for the Municipality of Agia Paraskeví. 














It is really a downright shame of all the money, work, trouble and devotion from as well all those concerned helpers as from us, and even more a downright shame it is for the lodging & keeping of all disabled animals (because this is now a lot smaller), but that’s the way it is. That the Mayor busy is killing the goose that lays the golden egg (because tourists are not visiting this village because he has such a huge moustache!!) obviously is shit to him !!

As most of you were able to read on our website (� HYPERLINK "http://www.wildlifeonlesvos.org" ��www.wildlifeonlesvos.org�), the re-construction-activities are in full swing. We could give the Stable of the House-next-door, recently named “The Keep”, a new roof (was quite necessary after last winter !) thanks to a wonderful gift of a Dutch woman. In that stable are realized aviaries for the Eagle Owl, Barn Owls, Scop’s Owl, Little Owls, Pigeons & Foxes. This accommodation is ready for months now and in use. Most of the construction-work was done by a Dutch volunteer. Some other Dutch volunteers realized a “release-aviary” for as well the Barn Owls and/or the Little Owls (on the spot where once were our [ruined by frost-bite] solar-panels), and they paid & sent us three beds for volunteers/trainees !!


In “The Keep” we could fix electricity; as well in the yard and in the toilet over there. 


In the yard of the House-next-door an Aviary for members of the Crow-family is under construction, while on the roof of the kitchen over there the Aviary for as well the Falcons as for a special kind of Tortoises (Testudo marginata) is almost finished. On the roof of our bathroom another Aviary is under construction. Here will be lodged the Spurr-tighed Tortoises (Testudo graeca ibera) and off and on a revalidating bigger bird.


This winter we’re planning to finish the “Sick-bay” (including the tiling of the floor) and the “Food-kitchen”. The last must be tiled completely, so mice and rats are kept out !! When we can’t work outside, we have plenty to do inside, and it keeps us of the street !!

















The year 2004 in digits





We could receive 451 visitors this year, and that’s more than ever. Most of those visitors have spend some time in the village; eating and/or drinking something. So the local shop-keepers will “feel” the difference ! Our “Guest-Book” is speaking in a clear tongue about what those visitors thought about our work and about the Greek mentality !!  





For the first time in our 13-year-history the number of wild animals was less than the number of the domesticated ones ! (Is telling something about the supply & quality of the Veterinarian Care here on the Island !!) 


Since the beginning of our registration the total number of intakes was 2955 ! 


The total number of intakes this year was 351 and of those 180 were animals, not-being our aim :


Helmeted Guinea-fowl > 2; Goat-lamb > 4; Chicken > 9; Turkey > 7; Duck > 1; African Grey Parrot > 3; Peacock-cock >1; Baby-chicken > 2; Goose-chicken >  1; Budgerigar > 1; Canary-bird > 1; Tame Pigeon > 6; Common Green Iguana > 1, Great Alexanderparrot > 1 





Lots of those animals were the property of the local youth, and we try by treating their animals to transpose love and care for animals to them ! Further we had 59 dogs and 81 cats ! Of those dogs 19 were for “export” to Holland and 8 for “export” to Germany. Of those cats mentioned, 13 went to a better life in Holland, 1 to Germany and as well 1 to Austria. Moreover we were able to neuter 29 stray & semi-stray cats. 


 


Not in our Statistics are the 47 dogs and cats, who were neutered in February, due to a sterilization-program organized by us, by three Dutch Vets. Establishing such a program takes lots of time, energy and man-power and is diminishing the “stray-problem”. That such a program in the future hardly will be possible, is to blame to the Greek Vets, because they saw this as “taking the bread out of their mouths”. And they do hardly till nothing to this problem !!





Our active contribution to this program was, except the organizing, assisting where necessary, lodging and “mental support” and solving problems c.q. re-homing animals.

















Now our “proper aim” > so “Wildlife”:


we had  171 intakes, we were able te treat with variable success. Not everything happened like we would it should be (sometimes the injuries were too severe), but we were able to save a lot of animals and/or spare them a worse life. The pleasant co-operation with the K.T.E.L. (Island Coach-Cy.) had as result that we had to drive last year 1853 km less for taking-in injured animals, than should be the case without this co-operation. In spite of that we still had to drive 3149 km for taking in / releasing of patients.
